Mariama is a lively and healthy baby, but a severe facial
cleft strained her joyful smile. This facial cleft affected 7-
month-old Mariama'’s lip and nose, making it difficult for
her to eat and causing her parents to worry about their
child's future.

Since paediatric services capable of treating baby
Mariama's condition were not available near the family,
local doctors directed her father to Senegal's capital city
in hopes of finding help.

After surgery,
Mariama and her family stayed at the HOPE Centre,
where her mother learned how to make nutritional
baby formula and learned about the importance of
nutrition for her child.
